I. Call to Order; Adoption of Proposed Agenda 

Dr. Rebecca Gunnlaugsson called the meeting of the General Investment Consulting 
Services RFP Committee (“Committee”) of the South Carolina Retirement System 
Investment Commission (“RSIC”) to order at 10:08 a.m.  Mr. Allen Gillespie made a motion, 
which was seconded by Mr. Michael Hitchcock, Chief Executive Officer, and passed 
unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

She 
explained that the Commission had invited Mr. Hitchcock to join the Committee in his place 
and that Mr. Hitchcock has accepted the invitation.

Mr. Hitchcock made a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss negotiations incident 
to proposed contractual arrangements and receive legal advice pursuant to S.C. Code Ann. 
§ 30-4-70(a)(2).  Mr. Gillespie seconded the motion, and it was unanimously approved.
